April 28, 2011

The Mayor and Common Council convened in open session in the Municipal Building at 215 Stiger Street, Hackettstown, New Jersey at 7:30 PM on Thursday, April 28, 2011.  The meeting opened with a salute to the Flag.

Mayor Lavery announced that this meeting was being held in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act by:

WHEREAS, the Town of Hackettstown desires to remove and replace curbs and sidewalks on the east side of High Street between Main Street and the entrance to the municipal parking lot; and

WHEREAS, the addition of this work to the project requires approval of a change order by the Town; and

WHEREAS, the Town has received a quote fro the Contractor in the amount of $13,975.00 for the work; and

WHEREAS, the approval of this change order along with previously approved Change Orders 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 will increase the overall contract amount to $976,118.84; 
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF HACKETTSTOWN, THAT Change Order 7, which will increase the overall contract amount from $962,143.84 to $976,118.84 is hereby approved.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Town Engineer are hereby authorized to execute Change Order 7 and the Town Engineer is authorized to forward said Change Order 7 upon execution by all parties, including the Contractor, to the New Jersey Department of Transportation’s local aid office in Mt. Arlington; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Change Order 7 includes a seven day time extension and that the date of completion for all work as a result of this change order is May 7, 2011.
