WHEREAS, the Town of Hackettstown is located in the Highlands Region with lands lying both within the Preservation Area and Planning Area, as defined by the Highlands Act; and

WHEREAS, the Highlands Council prepared and distributed to the Highlands municipalities Plan Conformance Guidelines outlining the process and procedures for petitioning the Highlands Council for Plan Conformance; and 

WHEREAS, the Highlands Council’s Plan Conformance Guidelines also require that a Petition for Plan Conformance; and

WHEREAS, the Highlands Council’s Plan Conformance Guidelines also require that a Petition for Plan Conformance with respect to Preservation Area lands be filed with the Highlands Council no later than December 8, 2009, which includes a comprehensive package of planning and implementation documents that meet the requirements of the Highlands Act, the Regional Master Plan and the Highlands Plan Conformance Guidelines; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Hackettstown filed a petition with the Highlands Council pursuant to the Plan Conformance Guidelines on December 7, 2009 for lands within the Preservation area only; and

WHEREAS, subsequent to the filing of the petition, representatives of the Town and Highlands Council have had the opportunity to discuss the petition that was filed and discuss planning issues pertinent to the Town of Hackettstown; and

WHEREAS, staff at the Highlands Council have asked the Town of Hackettstown to consider amending its petition for plan conformance to include the Planning Area; and

WHEREAS, staff at the Highlands Council have indicated its support for the inclusion of a center designation and funding to allow the Town of Hackettstown to research and implement a redevelopment zone and form based zoning in the corridor along and around 
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Main Street and perform other pertinent planning studies as part of an amended petition that would include the Planning Area.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Common Council of the Town of Hackettstown hereby submits this amended Petition for Plan Conformance to the Highlands Council for all Town lands, in accordance with the Highlands Act, the Regional Master Plan and the Highlands Plan Conformance Guidelines.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town of Hackettstown reserves its right to withdrawal this amended petition at any time in the future if it is determined that the inclusion of the Planning Area in the petition does not benefit the Town or the Town determines that the center designation or funding for various planning studies and/or ordinances will not be approved or provided.
