Motion was made (Sheldon) and seconded (DiMaio) to adopt the following resolution:

Resolution
WHEREAS, the Town of Hackettstown awarded a contract to Top Line Construction Corporation (“Contractor”) of Somerville, New Jersey in the amount of $913,993.85 to construct sidewalk and streetscape improvements on Main Street between Valentine Street and East Plane Street in the Town of Hackettstown; and

WHEREAS, construction commenced on the project on Monday, July 12, 2010; and

WHEREAS, the Contractor has completed a substantial portion of the work required on the project; and

WHEREAS, during the course of the construction, the roof of an existing box culvert within the Main Street right of way a the East Plane Street intersection, was found to be in disrepair; and

WHEREAS, the representatives of NJDOT’s Region North Maintenance requested that the repair of the box culvert roof be conducted by the Town of Hackettstown in conjunction with the work being performed on the sidewalk and streetscape improvement project;and

WHEREAS, the need to repair the box culvert was not anticipated and requires the authorization of supplemental work; and

WHEREAS, said supplemental work must be approved by change order by the Common Council of the Town of Hackettstown; and

WHEREAS, the contractor has provided quotes to perform said supplemental work; and

WHEREAS, the Town finds a quote totaling $10,825.00 for supplemental work to address the culvert repair to be reasonable; and

WHEREAS, the approval of this change order along with previously approved Change Orders 1, 2, 3 and 4 will increase the overall contract amount to $962,143.88; and
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF Hackettstown, that Change Order 5, which will increase the overall contract amount from $913,993.85 to $962143.88 is hereby approved; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Town Engineer are hereby authorized to execute Change Order 5 and the Town Engineer is authorized to forward said Change Order 5 upon execution by all parties, including the Contractor, to the New Jersey Department of Transportation’s local aid office in Mt. Arlington; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Change Order 5 also includes a time extension and that the date of completion for all work as a result of this change order shall be February 3, 2011.

WHEREAS, a number of citizens have attended several Council meetings to ask for Town Council support for Federal legislation to safeguard citizens and bank depositors 
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from further Federal bailouts by re-implementing the safeguards of the 1933 Glass-Steagall Act; and

WHEREAS, the 1933 Glass-Steagall Act was implemented during the Great Depression in order to safeguard bank deposits from being used in Wall Street risky speculative investments; and

WHEREAS, the provisions of Glass-Steagall Act separating the banking industry from the Wall Street investment industry have been eliminated; and

WHEREAS, the recent Federal bailouts of the baking and investment industries due to investments in the mortgage derivative markets and other risky investments has raised concerns over the loss of protection of the Glass-Steagall Act; 
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Common Council of the Town of Hackettstown that a copy of this Resolution be forwarded to the Town’s Representative to Congress requesting that they, with due haste, review this issue and seriously consider Federal legislation such as the Cantwell-McCain Amendment that will re-impose the restriction of Glass-Steagall Act.
