(4) filing notice of said meeting with the Town Clerk.

WHEREAS, the ARC of Warren County is willing to deed restrict the property they are contracting to purchase located at 431 Hurley Drive, Hackettstown, New Jersey for thirty (30) years as a special needs housing provided the Town provides a payment of $40,000.00; and

WHEREAS, the $40,000.00 payment will assist the ARC in making certain required renovations; and
WHEREAS, the deed restricting of the house will give the Town four (4) COAH credits, one for each bedroom; and
WHEREAS, the Town’s Housing Element and Fair Share Plan does recognize group homes as a mechanism to satisfy the Town’s COAH obligations; and
WHEREAS, the Town’s Spending Plan does provide $50,000.00 from the existing COAH Housing Trust Fund to assist group homes in purchasing for converting existing homes.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Common Council of the Town of Hackettstown as follows:

1. Town agrees to pay the ARC of Warren County the sum of $40,000.00 or $10,000.00 per COAH credit, in exchange for the ARC of Warren County deed restricting 431 Hurley Drive as special needs housing for thirty (30) years.

2. The Mayor and Town Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute any documents necessary to implement this Agreement.
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3. The $40,000.00 is authorized to be paid from the Housing Trust Fund upon receipt of the deed restriction in a form acceptable to the Town Attorney and upon the Town Construction Official being satisfied that the house is in sound condition.

WHEREAS, the Town of Hackettstown submitted final documents to the NJDOT for review and approval prior to the January 4, 2010 deadline established by the NJDOT for projects with funding from the Transportation Enhancement Program; and
WHEREAS, the NJ DOT authorized $986,377.00 for the construction of the project on January 29, 2010; and

WHEREAS, the NJDOT on February 2, 2010 authorized the Town of Hackettstown to proceed with the advertising of the project for public bids pursuant to the federal aid procedures outlined in the Federal Aid Handbook; and
WHERAS, THE Town of Hackettstown placed advertisements in the Daily Record of Parsippany, New Jersey and Express Times of Eason, Pennsylvania for public bids on March 23 and 30, 2010 and April 6, 2010; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Hackettstown received and opened bids on Thursday, April 22, 2010 for the project; and

WHEREAS, only one bid was received and opened on April 22, 2010; and

WHEREAS, the lone bid received and opened is the low bid for the project; and

WHEREAS, the low bid for the base specification bid and alternate proposal bids was submitted by Top Line Construction Corporation (“Top Line”) of Somerville, New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, the low bids received from Top Line were as follows:

Base Specification Bid - $523,830.10

Alternate Proposal Bid 1 (Base Specification Bid Plus Alternate Bid 1) - $741,151.60

Alternate Proposal Bid 2 (Base Specification Bid Plus Alternate Bid 2) - $913,993.85
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WHEREAS, the bids received from Top Line were well below the engineer’s estimate for the project; and

WHEREAS, the Town Engineer met with representatives of the Contractor to determine that the Contractor understood the scope of work on the project and that there were no omissions; and

WHEREAS, the Town Engineer also contacted a number of references listed in the bid proposal to determine if Top Line had performed similar capital work for municipalities and counties and was qualified to perform work on this project; and

WHEREAS, based upon the Town’s review, Top Line was found to be qualified and the bid was found to be in compliance with the contract documents and technical specifications; and
WHEREAS, THE Town did not find any “Prior Negative Experience” as defined in NJSA 40A:11-4b relative to Top Line during the review of the bid that would warrant disqualification; and

WHEREAS, Top Line and the subcontractors listed in the Top Line bid were not found to be on the State’s debarred list.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF Hackettstown, at its meeting of May 24, 2010, that a contract be awarded to Top Line for Alternate Proposal Bid 2 in the amount of $913,993.85 subject to the availability of funds and legal review; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the award of contract to Top Line is subject to New Jersey Department of Transportation written concurrence; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of this resolution shall be forwarded to NJDOT’s Local Aid and Economic Development Bureau in Mt. Arlington for review and processing.

WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:97-8.1(d) requires a municipality with an affordable housing trust fund to receive approval of a spending plan from COAH prior to spending any of the funds in its housing trust fund; and 
WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:97-8.10 requires a spending plan to include the following:

1. A projection of revenues anticipated from imposing fees on development, based on pending, approved and anticipated developments and historic development activity; 

2. A projection of revenues anticipated from other sources, including payments in lieu of constructing affordable units on sites zoned for affordable housing, funds from the sale of units with extinguished controls, proceeds from the sale of affordable units, rental income, repayments from affordable housing program loans, and interest earned;

3. A description of the administrative mechanism that the municipality will use to collect and distribute revenues; 

4. A description of the anticipated use of all affordable housing trust funds pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:97-8.7, 8.8 and 8.9; 

5. A schedule for the expenditure of all affordable housing trust funds;

6. If applicable, a schedule for the creation or rehabilitation of housing units; 
7. A pro-forma statement of the anticipated costs and revenues associated with the development if the municipality envisions supporting or sponsoring public sector or non-profit construction of housing;

8. A plan to spend the trust fund balance as of July 17, 2008 within four years of the Council’s approval of the spending plan, or in accordance with an implementation schedule approved by the Council; 
9. A plan to spend and/or contractually commit all development fees and any payments in lieu of construction within three years of the end of the calendar year in which funds are  collected, but no later than the end of third round substantive certification period;

10. The manner through which the municipality will address any expected or unexpected shortfall if the anticipated revenues from development fees are not sufficient to implement the plan; and

11. A description of the anticipated use of excess affordable housing trust funds, in the event more funds than anticipated are collected, or projected funds exceed the amount necessary for satisfying the municipal affordable housing obligation.

WHEREAS, the Town of Hackettstown has prepared a spending plan consistent with N.J.A.C. 5:97-8.10 AND P.L. 2008, C.46.
