October 25, 2010

The Mayor and Common Council convened in open session in the Municipal Building at 215 Stiger Street, Hackettstown, New Jersey at 7:30 PM on Monday, October 25, 2010.  The meeting opened with a salute to the Flag.

Mayor Lavery announced that this meeting was being held in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act by:

Allamuchy Township Resident, 9 Purple Martin Drive, asked Council again to support the Glass/Steagall Act before Congress and send a resolution of support to Congressman Scott Garrett.

WHEREAS, THE Town OF Hackettstown AWARDED A CONTRACT TO Top Line Construction Corporation (“Contractor”) of Somerville, New Jersey in the amount of $913,993.85 to construct sidewalk and streetscape improvements on Main Street between Valentine Street and East Plane Street in the Town of Hackettstown; and
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WHEREAS, construction commenced on the project on Monday, July 12, 2010; and

WHEREAS, the Contractor has been performing work on the project on the south side of Main Street between Moore Street and Church Street (“Block 3”) and Church Street and West Plane Street (“Block 4”) and the north side of Main Street between East Plane Street and Moore Street (“Block 5”); and

WHEREAS, some unanticipated conditions were encountered in Blocks 3, 4 and 5 including the removal and replacement of a damaged 10” storm sewer line in Block 4, the repair of a deteriorated junction box in Block 3, and the construction of a roof leader header system on the north side of Main Street per discussions with NJDOT Region 1 Maintenance; and
WHEREAS, the unanticipated conditions require the authorization of supplemental work on the project; and

WHEREAS, said supplemental work must be approved by change order by the Common Council of the Town of Hackettstown; and

WHEREAS, the Contractor has provided quotes to perform said supplemental work; and

WHEREAS, the Town finds the quotes totaling $13,385.00 for supplemental work to address the junction box and drainage system improvements to be reasonable; and
WHEREAS, the Town has identified increases and decreases in the quantities of various bid items since construction has advanced on the project; and

WHEREAS, the Town has identified $10,398.10 in increases and $21,383.10 in decreases based upon its review; and

WHEREAS, the Town wishes in incorporate the above $10,398.10 increase and $21,383.07 decrease into the change order for the supplemental work described above; and
WHEREAS, the net affect based on the dollar amounts for the supplementals, increases and decreases is that the contract amount will increase by $2,400.03; and

WHEREAS, the approval of this change order along with previously approved Change Orders 1 and 2 will increase the overall contract amount to $920,793.88; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF Hackettstown, that Change Order 3, which will increase the overall contract amount from $918,393.85 to $920,793.88 is hereby approved; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Town Engineer are hereby authorized to execute Change Order 3 and the Town Engineer is authorized to forward said Change Order 3 upon execution by all parties, including the Contractor, to the New Jersey Department of Transportation’s local aid office in Mt. Arlington; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Change Order 3 does not involve a time extension and that the date of completion for all work remains at December 3, 2010.
