FEBRUARY 26, 2008

The regularly scheduled meeting of the Hackettstown Planning Board was called to order by Chairman Gerald DiMaio at 7:30 PM.

The Sunshine Act was read by DiMaio, which stated that adequate notice of this public meeting had been provided in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act by:

1. posting a notice of this meeting on the bulletin board in the Municipal Building; 

2. causing said notice to be published in The Daily Record;

3. furnishing said notice to those persons requesting it pursuant to the Open Public Meetings Act; and 

4. filing said notice with the Town Clerk of Hackettstown.

MOTION was made by MOORE to approve the minutes of the January 22, 2008 meeting, as written.

MOTION was made by STEAD to approve the resolution for Case #07-07, Kevin & Wendy Slavin.

SECONDED: DI MAIO, JR.

Case #08-01, Moudro Corp.

Present for the applicant: Joel Kobert, Esquire; Van Paftinos; Alfred Stewart, Jr., P.E.

Gallo was recused from the hearing.

Sterbenz explained the history behind the requested parking amendment issue.  Sterbenz stated there are minor deficiencies, but they are not really applicable and waivers could be granted.  Kobert agreed that additional information could given if the board wanted it during testimony.
MOTION was made by MOORE to deem the application for Case #08-01, Moudro Corp. complete with the requested waivers.

Stewart explained the plan to provide additional parking for the senior citizen complex to be located off Musky Ridge Drive.  Stewart stated 89 parking spaces are required, there are currently 91 spaces provided, and 108 are proposed.  Additional drainage and landscaping would be provided.  Stewart stated the applicant agrees to comply with the remaining items in Sterbenz’ report.  

Stead asked if the expansion of the parking spaces was based on need.  Paftinos replied the development is 100% occupied.  Paftinos stated some of the residents have two cars.  Paftinos also stated the new spaces were more centrally located to the closest building, and would also provide visitor parking.  

Stead asked if a handicap parking space is included.  Sterbenz stated that they would comply with the required number of handicap spaces.  

Bristow asked if the spaces were long-term or recreational vehicle parking and Paftinos replied they were for every day use by the residents.  

Sterbenz stated the applicant had agreed to revise the plans to address any outstanding items.  

Moore asked if the project would meet the impervious coverage requirement given the added parking spaces.  Sterbenz replied they would still meet the requirement.  

Madden stated it is difficult to set the parking calculations for a senior citizen retirement community.  Madden stated that a garden apartment complex would require two spaces per apartment, and the additional need was shown for this project.  Madden stated the addition of the proposed spaces is logical, and does not compromise the original plan.
Fire Chief Barry Mayberry and Emergency Management Coordinator and Assistant Fire Chief Charles Volkert inspected the plan and asked Sterbenz his opinion.  Sterbenz stated it was his opinion there would be access to the buildings in the complex.  Volkert stated the proposed spaces would actually provide additional access to the gazebo and corner of the building.  
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MOTION was made by DI MAIO, Jr. to approve the minor site plan and conditional use applications for Case #08-01, Moudro Corp., and to provide sufficient handicapped parking.

SECONDED:CONFORTI.

Gallo returned to the board.

Consideration of Proposed Ordinance ORD2008-3

Sterbenz related the history behind a recent application in the downtown area for a telecommunication monopole.  The application was redirected to the Zoning Board.  Sterbenz stated that monopoles aren’t a good idea in the TCC Zone, and could be better located in other zones.  Roof top installations will also be height restricted in the downtown area.

MOTION was made by MOORE to recommend to the Governing Body adoption of the proposed Ordinance ORD2008-3, and that it doesn’t appear to be against the Master Plan.

SECONDED: CONFORTI.

Voice vote: ALL IN FAVOR.

Consideration of Proposed Ordinance ORD2008-4
Madden explained the proposed Ordinance addresses certain uses that appear to be cropping up in the TCC and HC Zones.  Madden stated the proposed Ordinance clarifies uses in those zones.  Madden stated it was his opinion that the proposed Ordinance is consistent with the Master Plan.

MOTION was made by MOORE to recommend to the Governing Body adoption of the proposed Ordinance ORD2008-4, and that it doesn’t appear to be against the Master Plan.

SECONDED: CONFORTI.

Voice vote: ALL IN FAVOR.

The Chairman adjourned the meeting at 8:20 PM.
