MARCH 25, 2008

The regularly scheduled meeting of the Hackettstown Planning Board was called to order by Chairman Gerald DiMaio at 7:30 PM.

The Sunshine Act was read by DiMaio, which stated that adequate notice of this public meeting had been provided in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act by:

1. posting a notice of this meeting on the bulletin board in the Municipal Building; 

2. causing said notice to be published in The Daily Record;

3. furnishing said notice to those persons requesting it pursuant to the Open Public Meetings Act; and 

4. filing said notice with the Town Clerk of Hackettstown.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

MOTION was made by MOORE to approve the minutes of the February 26, 2008 meeting, as written.

SECONDED: STEAD.

MOTION was made by STEAD to approve the resolution for Case #08-01, Moudro Corp., as written.

SECONDED: CONFORTI.

Those in favor: Bristow, Stead, Conforti, Moore, DiMaio.

Opposed: None.

Abstained: Gallo, Burke.

Consideration of Proposed Ordinance ORD2008-5

Madden explained the proposed ordinance would amend the HC Zone by deleting age restricted housing, and replace it with mixed multi-family residential commercial uses.  Madden explained further the COAH changes, and the impact on the zoning.  Madden stated the change would allow the BAS property to retain their DEP permits, and the proposal is for retail on the first floor and residential apartments above.  Madden stated the proposed ordinance would facilitate the development of the property.
Stead asked questions regarding the parking allocation for the residential vs. commercial uses.
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Madden stated there might be shared parking on the sight.

Burke asked questions regarding the potential impact on the school system.  Madden quoted the apartment study from Rutgers University, and stated there would be a negligible impact on the school system.

Dennis O’Rourke stated the proposal was to provide 138 two-bedroom apartments, 20,605 square feet of retail space, and 335 parking spaces.  

Burke expressed further concern regarding possible impact on the school system.  

MOTION was made by MOORE to authorize the board attorney to write a letter to the Mayor and Council stating the Planning Board agrees in concept with the proposed Ordinance, but areas of concern are the COAH obligation, impact on the school system, and the parking allocation.  Also, the board recommends the proposed ordinance offer compensation for the commercial COAH obligation since the obligation will be deducted from the residential component.

The Chairman announced the April meeting would be cancelled, and should any applications be submitted, he authorized the board engineer to determine completeness.
