WHEREAS, the Resolution and the Agreement gave B&W the option of constructing the affordable units, paying a sum of money in lieu of construction or providing two affordable units off site; and

WHEREAS, B&W has entered into an Agreement with EKAS, LLC to provide the two rental units to be credited toward the B&W affordable housing obligation; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Hackettstown has not appropriate administrative agency and requires all developers to use the New Jersey Housing and Mortgage Finance Agency as their administrative agency;

THEREFORE IT IS AGREED by the Town of Hackettstown to accept the two above rental units offered by EKAS, LLC located at 105 Valentine Street, Hackettstown, New Jersey, subject to the following condition:
1. The units are inspected and approved by a licensed building inspector.

2. The units are properly deed restricted in a form acceptable to the Town Attorney and to the New Jersey Housing and Mortgage Finance Agency.

3. EKAS, LLC enters into a management agreement with the New Jersey Housing and Mortgage Finance Agency for the two units.

4. Any other matters necessary for the two units to be properly credited toward the Town of Hackettstown’s affordable housing obligations.

5. The Town authorizes EKAS, LLC to enter into an agreement wherein New Jersey Housing and Mortgage Finance Agency will administer the affordability controls on the two above units.

6. The Mayor and Clerk are authorized to execute any agreements or documents necessary to implement this Resolution.
