OLD BUSINESS
Housing Element & Fair Share Plan
Mr. Sterbenz stated on July 25, 2017, the Board adopted the Housing Element and Fair Share Plan, and when the document was scheduled to be approved by the Court, Mr. Paftinos sent a letter to the Court stating the 80 affordable housing units required by the Board for his property on Bilby Road were an extreme burden.  A settlement was reached between Mr. Paftinos and the Town that resulted in the adoption of a redevelopment plan for his property and a reduction in the number of affordable housing units, and the applicant came before the Board with an amended site plan, which was approved by the Board.  Mr. Sterbenz stated that now that the process has been completed, the Board must adopt an amended Housing Element and Fair Share Plan so that the Town can go before the court and get the document approved.
Mr. Sterbenz added the Board has two choices, either to hold a public hearing on the adoption of the amended Plan on December 17, 2019, or to hold the public hearing on January 28, 2020.  Mr. Sterbenz added he and Mr. Mennen would work with the Board Clerk with regard to notifications and legal advertising for either meeting.

The Board was in agreement to advertise the public hearing for the Housing Element and Fair Share Plan Amendment for the December 17, 2019 Meeting.
